	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  A discussion was held about the session abstract submission for GSA.  The deadline is next Tuesday, January 11th.  Randy and Krishna have written an abstract that pulls together the "Extensional Tectonics" and "Collisional Tectonics" themes that we'd previously discussed.   We will request a full-day session, involving a half-day poster session and a half-day oral presentations.  
2.  It was agreed that we'd try and pull together a GEON-EarthScope joint session for AGU.  Greg VdW could be a co-person.  This will allow the ICC some time to follow-through with EarthScope about coordinating this session.  Ramon may also be asked to pull together the Geomorphology session for AGU, since we seem to have missed this opportunity for GSA.
3.  A reception at GSA was discussed.  It was agreed that a co-sponsored reception will be developed.  EarthScope is our optimal choice as a co-sponsor, and CHRONOS, CUAHSI, EarthChem, SCEC, and CIG were suggested as invited CI projects.  The title of the reception would be "CI & Research Frontiers". . . at both GSA and AGU.  Action items were developed (below).  Corporate sponsorship will be sought once these receptions and participants are better defined.
4.  It was agreed that the four problems we discussed addressing, when we met at AGU, was:  1. Synseis Science Run; 2. Western Rocky GIS Interpretation (from Hector's  thesis); 3. querying A-type Plutons; 4. making the Geologic Map Integration more user-friendly and accessible to scientists.
The problem definition was revised, with the GIS Integration (#2) and Geo Map Integration (#4) questions be combined. . .and a new name of "Data Integration Platforms" was assigned this area.  Randy will oversee the progress of this effort and will provide the paper and follow-up on its progress.  Ashraf, Ghulam will be the SDSC folks working on this.
The third question that was finalized will be facilitated by Krishna, with help from Kai Lin and Efrat Jaeger.  This area was redefined as "Ontology-based Data Integration".

5.  What workshops GEON is going to hold in the upcoming year was discussed.

A short list was agreed on and prioritized.  These boiled down to:

6.  Spatial data integration platform meeting/Dogan

7.  Regional Models Meeting/Dogan

A discussion was held regarding organizing a "Content Workshop", wherein all of the tools that are available and how to utilize them is discussed.  

6.  It was agreed that a technical report must be written regarding each of these four questions, to document productivity and progress.  These will be peer reviewed within GEON and the "good" papers will be submitted to Geo Sphere.  All papers will go on the GEON web site to reflect what we're doing/accomplishing.

7.  The format of the 2005 All Hands Meeting was discussed.  It was agreed that the dates will be set for Thursday and Friday, May 4 & 5, with a PI meeting to be held on Saturday morning, 5/6.  Krishna suggested that this be seen as an outreach opportunity, with influential members of the community being invited.  
 

	Action Items:
	1.  Krishna suggested we write a proposal to support a geo ontology development.  Possibly reach out to other organizations (NASA?) than NSF to fund this. 
3.  Randy is going to call Greg about EarthScope's participation in this reception, as well as a session at AGU.   Randy will email the rest of the ICC about his receptivity.    Once this is determined, then we reach out to the other invited attendees (Chronos, CUAHSI, EarthChem, SCEC, CIG).  Margaret to stay on top of completing and submitting the space request with GSA 

4.  Dogan is working with Randy Keller, Eric Sanvol; and others to work with/through Synseis issues.  He may get with Gabby Laske (SIO) to use this.  Tim Kaiser and Choonhan Youn will continue to be involved with developing this, from the SDSC end.  Dogan to write a one page scenario of what this does, etc, to be uploaded on the GEON website.  He'll email this report to CB and MB.  Randy and Dogan discussed benefits Synseis can provide to other science projects (what Randy and his students are working on, what Gabby is working on, Alan Levandar, etc.) 
Krishna to follow-up with John Oldow to get a tech report for the Structural Ontology workshop, for the website.  Krishna is going to write a tech report to cover the Rock Ontology work that's being done.
