GEON ICC MEETING

Tuesday, June 17th

The meeting convened at 1 p.m. on June 17, 2003, via videoconference with the following agenda:

Chaitan Baru lead the meeting by facilitating the discussion of and progression through the agenda items.

1. GEON Annual Report

Dogan Seber has taken the lead on reviewing and compiling

the reports submitted by individual PI’s and collaborators.

He said that reports are still coming in, and that his plan is

to forward a draft report to the ICC members by June

23rd so that they can read and respond, in time for this to be

sent to the rest of the GEON group on June 26th.  Dogan

indicated that each PI will receive two files, one for

“Activities” and the other for “Findings” of the group.

Each PI will have to go on Fastlane and submit their 

Individual reports by June 30th, which will start the process

of getting next year’s funding released.

2. Schedule for future ICC Meetings

A regular, ongoing time for future ICC meetings was discussed

among those present.  It was determined that, because the Fall

teaching schedules of Randy and Krishna have not been finalized,

this could not be established.  They were confident that they could

commit to a specific day each month, through the end of the year,

in a few weeks and would get back to the ICC with this info ASAP.

A regular meeting of the ICC will then be scheduled and distributed.

3. Next PI Meeting.

Chaitan Baru suggested that the next PI meeting be held during the

2nd or 3rd week of September in Vancouver, BC.  Krishna Sinha

suggested that the next PI meeting should have a strong science 

“theme”, to which Randy Keller and Dogan Seber agreed.  It was

suggested that this meeting be held in El Paso, TX, in August.

Randy Keller indicated that this would not be a problem to set

up, on his end, and it was agreed that the next PI meeting will

be held in El Paso.  A proposed date of August 15-21 was suggested,

though some concern about holding this meeting during the first week 

or two of school arose.  

Randy and Krishna will create and distribute the agenda for the

next meeting.  It was suggested that the meeting be held for 2.5

days and would cover: level of IT support; Rocky Mountain

questions; mid-Atlantic questions.  It was thought that the

geo-types should be able to create a “production plan” from

this meeting.

The group agreed that an “official” visit on behalf of GEON to

Vancouver should be made in the near future, since Boyan Brodaric

(Natural Resources of Canada) has become so involved with the

project.  Krishna and Chaitan indicated that they would be willing

to make that trip in mid September, in conjunction with a meeting

that Chaitan will be attending in Seattle.

4. GSA Expo and Supercomputer 2003

GEON will have a booth at the Geological Society of America’s 2003 Expo

in Seattle,  November 2-5.  Dogan and Margaret will be putting together a

brochure and designing the booth for this, over the next few months, and

Dogan asked for everyone’s assistance and input with regard to what this

booth will look like and communicate.  Dogan suggested that the concept

space and visualization models may be very good things to show to the

Geo community at this expo.  

Krishna asked about hosting an evening event at this.  Chaitan suggested 

that an outside event would be good for several reasons: show the project’s funders what we’re doing; dis
eminate information about the project to colleagues; increase exposure and interest in GEON.  It was suggested that USGS and other

“partners” be asked to collaborate on this event.  Margaret agreed to get with

GSA organizers to determine which nights were available for an event and would

Not compete with large private groups.

Randy agreed to announce to the GEON group about submitting presentations

(oral and posters) in for the GSA.  

5. Chaitan announced that NASA is quite keen to join GEON.  They’re interested

in participating on the geo as well as the IT sides of the project.  Chaitan has been

in contact with them about this possibilitiy and it was suggested that the next 

step would be to hold a videoconference between NASA and members of the

ICC.  Chaitan expressed that he feels NASA’s inclusion would be okay, so long

As how their participation will benefit of the mission of GEON is kept at the

forefront, not the other way around.

Krishna suggested that NASA be invited to the PI meeting in El Paso.  This would

Provide all parties a good “taste” of the project, NASA’s potential interest, as well as its contributions.  Randy indicated that he’s worked with NASA in the past and

that he thinks the GEON group should pursue this collaboration, and that we should maintain realistic expectations in going forward.  

It was agreed that as soon as Randy and Krishna can establish their availability for both the ongoing ICC meetings and the PI meeting in El Paso, Margaret would coordinate

these and communicate them to the rest of the GEON group.
