	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Geological Map and portal (Ashraf, Ghulam, et al); registration needs to be as production ready as possible(Kai); Synseis (Dogan); mapping services under the workbench; one good working workflow example (Efrat/Bertram)
2.  Dogan indicated that it's probably too late to come up with a demo (like the ArcGlobe beta version that we did last year) for the booth, but we need to pull together a future plan --- both for the short-term (what CAN we do for the booth) and what are our longer terms goals are.  A discussion was held between Atul, Dogan, Chaitan, et. al., regarding what we would like to do in GEON. . . and whether  Atul has the software to do what we envision wanting to do, in the long run.  Atul would like some output datasets from the LIDAR work to plug into some of the visualization piece.  It'd be really great if the Parkfield earthquake could be highlighted by this effort.
3.  Posters for GSA/AGU: Ontology, Workflow, Synseis, and Systems posters are being worked on and will be presented at the 10/18 meeting.  Atul indicated that he'd be willing to work on this "big picture" viz poster; and Ashraf is going to work on an overall "big picture" poster.
4.  Chaitan to show upgraded web site at next Monday's (10/11) GEON meeting.

5.  Missouri's node has been down for about 10 days.  Sandeep indicated that this was as they'd discussed during the AHM, that Dr. Zhiang has "taken over" that node to do some work. . .and this will be down for a little while.
6.  ASU needs to install the LIDAR processing software on the HP node, due to the increased memory this has.

7.  Ashraf  followed-up on the pending action item list for GSA.
8.  Chaitan gave an update on his, Ashraf, and Ilya's visit to ESRI last week.  This was set up so that teams UCSD, UCSB, USGS could come together to learn what they've each/all been doing.  They learned that ESRI is developing an RDF cataloguer that will (supposedly) efficiently query databases. . . and sounded similar to what BIRN has been doing.  They're doing this as a project-based effort for a Homeland Security effort.  Chaitan, Sandeep, Steve Mock and others will go back to ESRI during the first week of November to give them a grid tutorial from GEON - and ESRI will bring their node up at this time.

	Action Items:
	1.  Efrat to take a single snapshot of Krishna's database and put this in a postgres database.  This will then be run with a workflow demo for the booth.
2.  Need to install ArcGlobe, Iview3D (from Atul) and IDV on the desktops going to GSA (Ashraf).  From Atul,  he'll forward the link for the plug-in needed to Ashraf, so he can also install this.   It was agreed that a poster reflecting the "Visualization Quick Story" should be created for the booth .   Atul to communicate with Chuck Meertens re:  getting IDC.   GeoFusion wants to work with GEON, which is great for some of our long-terms goals.  For the booth, however, Atul and Ashraf are going to work together to get the needed software installed. . . and then we'll get the datasets installed.  Dogan to contact Ramon re: whether there are any LIDAR datasets that Atul could use in time for GSA.
