GEON ICC MEETING

Tuesday, December 16, 2003

In Attendance:  Dogan Seber, Margaret Banton,  Phil Papadoupolos, Chaitan Baru, Krishna Sinha, Randy Keller, Bertram Ludaescher.

Krishna pointed out to the group a good article  in the GSA Bulletin May 1999, volume 111  pg 633-645, Victor Baker, former president of GSA, wrote an article on GEO semiosis.  He specifically referred to seiosis as a key component, four to five years ago.

Chaitan found the URL of the abstract and is going to send it out to the group. 

Chaitan brought up a deadline for the ESRI User session in August 2004.  He recommended that GEON have a technical session, which would mean that we’d

Submit and present four abstracts.  ESRI has said they’re willing to set this session up, but we need to get our abstracts submitted via ESRI’s website.  Each submission involves

An abstract of not more than 150 words, and the deadline is the 1st week of January.

Chaitan suggests that SDSC could submit two abstracts (possibly to include Krishna’s ontology work) and suggested that Randy, in Conjunction with Ann Gates, could submit an abstract.  Also, Ramon Arrowsmith’s Could submit an abstract covering his current work.

Randy brought up the opportunity to host a session or symposium at next year’s

GSA conference.  The deadline for this is also in January.  Randy suggested that Lee

Allison might also be considered a co-contributor for this session.  Krishna suggested that GEON also consider hosting a topical poster session at GSA, to handle some of the more technical/scientific work that is being done.  It was confirmed that the deadline for all submissions is January 15, 2004.  It was agreed that Chuck Meertens and Ramon Arrowhead would be asked to coordinate the topical poster session.   Margaret will email them to propose this and point out the timeframe of the issue.   It was suggested that a list of  speakers for a “geoinformatics” pardee symposium be developed, such as Larry Smarr, Fran Berman, Jack Dangermon  - of that caliber.  Krishna suggested that at least two speakers from overseas, i.e., world-classbe the caliber

Margaret brought up the subject of the GEON booth at AGU and GSA.  Dogan pointed out that we have already sign up for two spaces for next year’s meetings.  Margaret asked when/how we best get the PI’s involved in this, since doubling the booth size was intended to bring more of the geoscience side of the project.  Krishna suggested that each PI must  be responsible for a half day (four hours) of stand-up time to share their current work.

Chaitan indicated that we are very close to ordering the equipment for the GEON node.  The order will be placed before the end of the year so each PI should be prepared to receive shipments in the next few weeks.  Margaret will be sending an email to all PI’s informing them of the timing, number of boxes, etc. what to expect.

SDSC’s GEON group is going to be putting together a project plan to include the IT

Events happening here, as well as what the PI’s are working on and/or want to do in

The near future.  Once the project plan has been prepared, it will be distributed so that the GEON group can see what the next year’s goals are and stay informed of where we’re at in attaining these.
