The first item discussed was the GEON External Advisory Committee.  How

· Evaluation of earth science and IT partnership.  Scientific, technology, and earth science partnerships.  

· Evaluate the advancement of IT within itself.  Is GEON advancing IT frontiers?

· Evaluate the advancement of GEO frontiers.

· How is GEON infrastructure, as it is being designed, advancing education?  

      (within the professional ranks as well as in the classroom)

· Project impact.  The committee would assess (and advocate) what the impact

We would ask the committee to write a report to NSF,  half-way through the duration of their term (in 1.5 years), as well as one at the end of the three years.  They’ll also be asked to provide feedback to the project PIs in a dedicated session at the AHM meeting, which we’d like them to attend .

We’re asking them to travel to the AHM, once-a-year, to provide as well one video con with all 

of the PI’s at least one other time each year.  They would be invited to attend other GEON meetings, but not expected. 

Chaitan wanted to provide an information item regarding GTF (Geosciences Technical Forum), being initiated by the LEAD project (via Kelvin Droggemeir-sp?).  This project also involves IT and GEO collaborators across the country, though their interest is in the atmospheric sciences.  Chaitan just wanted everyone to know about this development.
