GEON ICC MEETING

April 13, 2004

Participants:  Krishna Sinha, Chaitan Baru, Dogan Seber,  Margaret Banton , and David Ribes. 

Dogan reported that David Simpson agreed to be on GEON’s Advisory Committee.  Chaitan indicated that he has talked to Larry Smarr and he did not say no.  CB is going to follow-up with the formal invite so that Larry can see the actual expectations of the members.  Krishna talked to Sharon Mosher and she is enthusiastic.  He sent her an initial letter so that she, too, could see the expectations.  Krishna is still trying to reach Mary Lou Zobeck and Chaitan will be getting with Jack Dangermond.

Conversation ensued regarding who will send out the actual formal invite for this Advisory Committee.  It was agreed that all letters would come from one party, and 

will include a small paragraph referring to the initial (informal) invite that they rec’d.  

It was agreed that the formal invites would be extended by Chaitan via letter and 

possibly also via email.  Margaret and Chaitan will work together to finalize this formal invite letter and get this sent to the three parties that have expressed possible interest so far, and efforts will be made to connect with the final two folks who will be invited to participate to determine their interest/availability.  

Chaitan asked the ICC if including an invite to Fran Berman to participate on the Advisory Committee would be advisable.  Largely, to keep her appraised of what is going on in the project.  It was discussed and agreed that adding her to the Advisory Committee would be a good way to share information with her.

The conversation switched to the AHM, and started with the potential invite list.  Margaret asked the group to take a look at this and forward additional names by the end of next week.  Krishna proposed that he and Randy come to San Diego to discuss the work group.  Chaitan asked Krishna to follow up with Weecha re: her databasing progress, as well as Paul Sikora and Allister Rees on their integration efforts.  Randy indicated that one of the first things his group could use are tools to make 3-D models.

The discussion switched to the structure of GEON’s presentation at the NSF Site Review. 

What do we want to present?  Who do we want to present?  How long will each presentation last?   Krishna suggested that we start with a large science presentation,

using the term of pathways.  Within this context, the two pathways that we’ve chosen to follow (DYSCERN & CREATOR), followed by the details from the individual geo people and finished with an IT presentation of the behind-the-scenes development that has occurred.  This will allow each PI to give 10-15 minute presentations.  Dogan indicated that it’s imperative that the story remains consistent and that every presentation links the group’s goals. . . not just the individual scientists’.  Krishna indicated that he will ask his group to have all of their slides to him so that he can compile the overall group presentation using a template for the slides that all PIs must use in their presentation process and their must be some linkage to the overall science goals rather than each PI strictly talking about their individual goals.   Krishna suggested that he and Randy both make this requirement of their groups, and that all slides must be submitted by June 30th. . .so that these can be compiled and the presentation finalized during July.

Chaitan suggested that Randy and Krishna might coordinate telephone conferences and other forms of communication with their groups.

Randy indicated that Ann Gates will not be able to attend the May meeting in New Hampshire.    He also that having a generic tool where users can click on a map and 

go into a place on the geon grid that allows them to zoom in on a specific area.  Dogan said we’ll need some info from Randy to pursue this capability, like what kind of files they’ll be searching.  It is something we’re trying to develop by the AHM, and will initially be an ArcIMS mapping tool.  Dogan and Randy discussed the importance of Dogan and possibly two other SDSC team members traveling to UTEP early in May.

Chaitan reminded Randy that he needs a letter by Friday in support of GEON being one of the featured applications on the Teragrid.

A future ICC topic might be how we consider adding potential partners.  Mike Gurniss was brought up as such an example.  We want them to be engaged in the project, though there may not be additional funding available to bring them on board.   Krishna suggested that we consider inviting community members to form a science research group that works in collaboration with GEON.  Some of the people that might be considered for this are being invited to the AHM.  No decision was made, just future consideration of this.
