GEON ICC MEETING

September 23, 2003

The schedule of future, monthly ICC meetings was brought up for discussion.  It was agreed that the ICC should meet on a regular, monthly basis and that adhoc meetings could be called as subject matter requires.  A regular, monthly PI’s meeting should also be scheduled, immediately following the ICC meeting, wherein all PI’s

are invited to participate via telecon, when possible.  The time slot of Tuesdays from 11-12 p.m. (Pacific Time) was suggested as convenient to the ICC, with a possible time

of 12-1 p.m. (PT) for the monthly PI meeting.

It was agreed that the scheduling, desired objectives, and format of these meetings should be discussed at the PI meeting this weekend, to allow input from the group.   It was further agreed that an agenda should be created for each meeting, to ensure that specific subjects and updates are discussed.

The agenda and flow of the upcoming PI’s meeting (in El Paso) was discussed.  The science questions will determine the course of discussion, from which the IT direction

will be determined. 


Chaitan indicated that he’s been in conversation with Lee Allison about the possibility of his joining the GEON group.   All present agreed that this would be a very good addition to the project.  It was suggested that an invitation to Lee to join GEON  be discussed at the PI meeting,  as well as what this will mean to the group.

Dogan told the ICC that two visitors came to SDSC this week, via NSF.  Professor James Syvitzky,  a Setimentologist from the University of Colorado and Director of the Institute of Arctic and Alpine Research, and Chris Paola from the University of Minnesota  and Director of the National Center for Earth Surface Dynamics.  They are developing tools for  sedimentary models and were told about GEON by he NSF.  They are planning to write a proposal to NSF next Spring and will be communicating with the GEON group about the possibilities for future collaboration and involvement.  Chaitan indicated that, from an IT perspective, it would be beneficial for GEON to remain connected with this group.  They’re going to be running a workshop this winter and CB recommended that they invite some GEON folks – both from the science and IT side – to this.  All felt this is a potentially exciting and beneficial collaboration.

Chaitan suggested that each GEON meeting have a Talking Rocks Tour, as part of its

“draw”.  He asked Randy if he could give a talking rock tour to the group, at some point over the course of the PI meeting in El Paso.  Randy indicated that he’d been thinking of doing this, already, and would be able to make this happen.
