	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Went around the table for  updates:

- Chaitan gave a synopsis from AGU.  Felt the booth had been a big success.  We made lots of new contacts and many people expressed interest in becoming part of the grid.
-  An ICC meeting was held while we (Randy, Krishna, Chaitan, Dogan and Margaret) were all in SF.  We decided to focus our attention this year on 3-4 specific science questions.  In response, SDSC will channel our resources to support the development of answers to and tools for these questions.  Ontologies, workflows, etc will be active players in these efforts.  He 

- Chaitan gave the group an overview of the recent "comings and goings" on the project.  As most knew, Cindy Santini and Bertram Ludaescher have recently "graduated" and moved to different positions, while Vishu Nandigam will join GEON part time and Ghulam Memon has become full-time.
-  A number of workshops are being developed and will be held during the upcoming year, both in support of the science questions we are focusing on in GEON and also in support of the needs of other projects.  The upcoming hydrology ontology workshop that is being organized by CUAHSI is one such example.  Also the SESAR workshop (Kirstin Lehnert from Columbia) on Sample Ids is another such example.  Both of these will be held at SDSC in January and will receive considerable participation and support from GEON. 

- Choonhan and Sandeep need to get together to work through the authentication issues in the portal and will upgrade the software this month.  

- Chaitan suggested that this may be a good time to reconsider the purpose and direction of our work groups.  With the definition of the science questions, development of the workshops, and increased usage of the GEON website, these may become issues that need regular attention more than what we have been focusing on in preparation for GSA and AGU.
