WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 01/05/04

Attendees:  Dogan Seber,  Chaitan Baru, Karan Bhatia, Sandeep Chandra, Kai Lin, Margaret Banton,  Douglas Greer,  LongJian Din, Cindy Santini, Jane Park,  Ashraf Memon, Choonhan Youn, and Pavel Velikhov, and David Ribes.

Dogan introduced the meeting by indicating that the time has come for us to become even more clear about where we are and what are goals are, and to formulate suggestions with regard to what we need to be doing (different, more, etc) to be

On track with our goals.  He suggested that we go around the table and discuss

What we’re involved with and how we think things are going vs. what could be

Modified to make our progress more clear.

Dogan will be talking  to as many of the PI’s during the next week regarding their receiving the GEON computers within the next week..  He will ensure that they know

To expect these and find out if they have any questions.  Karan suggested that we get

The necessary software burned onto multiple CD’s and shipped out to the PI’s early next week, so that the PI’s will be able to get their machines up and running.

It was suggested that we develop a strategy to initiate the GEON grid utilizing web services, and do this with the necessary training to the PI’s of what the difference between web vs. grid services is and help them understand why we’re going to start with the web service function.  The goal is to switch the GEON grid over to grid services, in

Another year or so, but these are not fully stabilized at present and will be harder for  the

PI’s to be trained on.  

Dogan suggested that before the March PI meeting there be an infrastructure set up  within the GEON portal that will enable anyone to find the “state of the grid”.  The look of this page was discussed and some sources 

Chaitan suggested that anyone who develops a service to be used on GEON, they should also develop a ping API.  An action item was created that Jane will create a database ping that defines the port type being utilized.

The power failure that occurred over the holidays was discussed, as well as how this effected our system and what had to be done to get everything back up and running.

It was suggested that maybe the time has come to create sub groups within SDSC’s GEON group, so that these folks working on related items get together on a regular basis to discuss what they’re doing.   For example, if there is a software architecture subgroup

Created, then Bertram and Kai and Efrat and Pavel, etc. would be in this subgroup and would meet regularly outside of the weekly group meetings.

It was agreed that the following subgroups be created, with the group “Lead” indicated in bold:

1. Systems = Karan, Choonhan, Sandeep, Jane, Dogan and Chaitan to discuss ongoing system related matters and questions, as well as suggestions/questions about the grid.  Email list = systems@geongrid.org.  They meet Fridays at 10 a.m.

2. GIS/Mapping = Ilya, Ashraf, Doug, Dogan, Choonhan, Reza, Cindy, Kai, Jane, LJ, and Pavel to discuss GIS and spatial related items, including reworking existing demos.  This group to meet Wed at 10 a.m., initially.

3. GEMS =  Pavel, Vlad, Chaitan, Dogan, and Karan to meet Mondays from 4 p.m.

4. Knowledge Representation =    Bertram, Efrat, Kai, Jane, Dogan,  Choonhan, Chaitan,       deal with semantic modeling of data and applications and how these link to system architecture.  These will meet initially on Thursday at 10 a.m.

5. Vizualization=Mike Bailey, Dogan, Chaitan, Choonhan, Doug, LJ, Cindy, Reza/Ilya, and – possibly – Steve Cutchin, Dave Nadeau.   That meeting time is TBD

6. Portal = Dogan, Choonhan, Karan, Jane, Sandeep, Chaitan, Ashraf, Steve Mock, Abel Lin (BIRN).  Will meet Tuesdays at 10 a.m.

7. High Performance Computing= Dogan, Doug, Tim Kaiser, Hoai Zhing.

The need for a Workflow group will be developed when GEON is ready for it.

Margaret Banton will be arranging the meeting rooms for these groups and communicating to the group as to where they will meet on an ongoing basis.

Chaitan charged each of these workgroups with developing a set of goals they want to

Complete before the GEON AHM, NSF Site Visit, GSA, AGU, etc.  A clear set of goals and related tasks should be developed and worked toward.  These groups should now structure the direction of the project here at SDSC. 

Discussion ensued about how communication between the small work groups and the larger GEON group should be set up.  It was agreed that the current action items in

GEON’s project management tool will be assigned to the appropriate subgroups and then the groups will be responsible for reporting back on their progress at the weekly SDSC group meeting.  New action items will be reported/discussed/noted at these meetings. 

Dogan indicated that he’s really hoping to have working examples of concept space integration prior to the AHM meeting this summer.  This will demonstrate to NSF and

The community what we’ve been doing March PI’s meeting.
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
