	Meeting Minutes:
	1.   Ghulam and Ashraf gave a demo on what they've been doing on spatial representation via the continued map integration efforts.   Dogan gave them some suggestions for the next step and asked if they could incorporate some of these so that the PIs who will be coming to SDSC in March can "play with" this tool.   A meeting was set-up between Dogan, Kai, Ashraf, Ghulam & Nancy
2.  Kai gave an update on what he and Krishna have been working on.   They worked through many of the terms that are listed as "key words" in the portal, currently, and confirmed or redefined these.  This is slow, tedious work.  Krishna is going to create a data-based ontology to assist Kai in creating a query demo, since this exploration and definition process is such a time consuming process, to give us something to use at least initially.  It was also discussed that each time an ontology is changed, it has to be manually input again, as there's no auto system or software that automatically makes this conversion.  There was a discussion of how to relate relational data into a COMPLETE ontology (Kai is clear that the ontology one will get using "rational rows" will be very incomplete and will only provide a partial ontology and someone is going to have to manually check and complete this.  Protégé could provide a digital link between rational rows to a create a simple OWL file, that will eliminate the need to do this manual manipulation.
3.  Krishna is drafting a letter to USGS and NASA asking that we be able to download their some of their datasets into our portal. . .so that this info is accessible to people who come into our portal.

4.  The registration page for the Annual Meeting is up and everone from SDSC GEON is asked to go online and register.

5.  The upcoming workshops were discussed and Margaret asked that anyone from SDSC planning to attend these workshops let her know via email.  Dogan told the group that the GEON PIs will do the 1st round of usability input while they are here for the Vis workshop.  This will probably happen Wednesday afternoon, after the workshop ends, while the PIs are all still here.   Then, at the PI meeting (immediately following the Annual Meeting) the PIs will be asked to take a 2nd look at the web site for usability. . .after the input from Round 1 has been incorporated and before we go outside of the project for usability input.  Then, after this 2nd round is updated on the site, Dogan will organize a usability workshop.
6.  Ashraf indicated that "on-the-fly mapping" is becoming very popular.  
BIRN, Border Safe, and Terra Shake are all interested in using these tools and technology.  He will be working with Marceo Faerman to collaborate and provide some of this.

7.  Vishu gave the details on the NLADR terragrid machines (two) that are being made available to Dogan for Synseis.  He and Choonhan will get together to go over how he can access and begin using this cluster.
