WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 02/16/04

Dogan reminded the group that one of the most important things we’re working on right now are the demos for the PI meeting.  Sandeep’s gravity application and Kai’s 1 or 2 applications to be in the portal environment.  Choonhan has been working on, and made substantial progress in creating a portal system.  Choonhan is going to provide a brief

demo of where he’s at with this at today’s meeting.

Dogan went over the upcoming workshops, where they’ll be located, and who should

plan to participate in these.  He also told the group that David Simpson, the President of

IRIS, will be visiting SDSC on Tuesday afternoon to “tour GEON”.  Dogan will be 

returning from the workshop at Scripps to take him around, and asked the systems,

concept space, and data mediation folks to talk to them on Tuesday afternoon.

Dogan announced that on April 9th,  in the afternoon, we will have a visitor from Australia.  He is actively developing web based 3-D modeling.  This is a Friday afternoon and will be tied in with the Lab Director’s meeting

Dogan indicated that he’s been invited to attend a meeting this week on “Dynamic Surface Models”.  This is something that’s very related to GEON, but not

something we’re getting into right now.

Chaitan gave an update on the ESRI meeting that Dogan, Ashraf, Sandeep, Ilya, Reza

and he attended last week.  We are putting up a GEON node at ESRI, with the question remaining of what do we want to do on that node.  Leveraging some of the capalities that they already have that GEON could benefit from is one possibility.  Mapping and data registration are two areas that this may benefit us.  There are other possibilities for the use of this node, all of which will prove productive/beneficial to the GEON project.

Chaitan indicated that one action item they came away from ESRIwith, regarding data registration, is to define and API . . . .

Ilya reported on the second day at ESRI.  He said it turned out to be a long, non-stop day.  He said they agreed to take a java code and rewrite it in XML to assist ESRI with a demo that they’re trying to create.  Ilya felt that ESRI is very early in the planning stages of this demo and doesn’t have a full grasp of what it’s going to take or what their (realistic) goals are.  He said there are lots of issues that they’ll still need to work through.

Choonhan gave a demo that showed the group what he’s created with the GEONgrid Portal, thus far.  He and Kai Lin will do a joint presentation, next Monday (3/1) that

shows the group how to put applications into a portlet environment.
