	Meeting Minutes:
	- Ashraf Memon gave a presentation today, providing a "Report from Information Exchange from Distributed from Data Systems" workshop that Chuck Meertens facilitated in Boulder at the start of February, and several SDSC GEON developers attending (A. Memon, G. Memon, K. Lin).  Ashraf provided an overview of what a netCDF file is and what it does, as well as why/how these are anticipated being used on the GEON portal.  He also provided some background about OPeNDAP as it relates to GEON's use and needs, and provided an architectural overview.  He went over the action items and timeline that was discussed in this workshop, and indicated that they will now go over this list and finalize these goals and what it will take to accomplish them. 
- Dogan discussed John Oldow's internet II connection at U of Idaho, and they want to do an end-to-end push from Idaho to SDSC to show the full use of the available network. And to test the difference between regular internet and internet 2 bandwidth to show some graphs to highlight the comparision. 
- Chaitan asked for an update on the workgroups that have been meeting.  Dogan indicated that the usability group is still meeting on Tuesdays.  He indicated that no major changes have been finalized, though FAQs, GEON Search, and issues are being worked through.  Ghulam is working on the GEON Search usability issues for the "basic" search function, fine tuning the structure. The goal is to have some changes and implementation of usability issues done in time for the May meeting, though it may take 5 more months to work through all of the details.  
Ashraf indicated that the data and service are ready for the global map, and should be completed this week. Sandeep indicated that the U of Hyderabad node is up, though they haven't started it.  Kai indicated that the GEON registration group meets on Wednesday mornings.  The three issues currently being discussed are:  Excel file registration (should be completed this week, Kai is testing); they've identified all of the technical difficulty of implementing netCDF. Supporting webstart of IDV demands high memory requirements for client machines; issues related to supporting projections. And recommendation were made for the use of postGIS for   handling projections.
- Ullas indicated that he's been looking at the additional versions of the datasets, and how to keep track of the problem of what has already been done to the datasets and how to reflect this on the GEON Search.
