WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 02/16/04

Dogan announced that our meeting would not be the extended, today, into the technical working group.  He indicated that today’s agenda would include an update from several team members on the status of those activities we said we’d have done for the upcoming PI meeting

Sandeep told the group that all of the GEON machines were moved from CSE to the SDSC machine room.  They are located in the SW corner of the machine room and will

be clearly identified as belonging to GEON machines, shortly.    There are about 10

machines in our racks.  These include one data node and eight GEON nodes, plus one

node that “belongs” to CUAHSI.

Sandeep reported on the gravity application and the feasibility of having this running before the PI meeting.  He and Ashraf are going to have to sit down and work through

a few details to get the software run through grid services.  Whether this can be accomplished will determine whether Ashraf’s mapping application can be applied.

Ashraf is going to set up a standard generic map service.  Right now, this service is running fine using grid services . . . and will need to work through the various file

types that this can run un.  He is going to start with ASCI point files and this will

be ready for the PI meeting.  

Efrat agreed to go over one example of work flow with Krishna, while he is here.

One good example should be finalized in time to be shown at the PI meeting.

Kai has developed several applications.  Dogan asked him how close are we to making the Geology Map scenario workable. . almost like a production system?   Kai and Pavel agreed to get together to discuss whar Kai has developed with regard to data registration and querying ontologies.  His Geology Map Integration demo will be available within the portal section by the PI meeting.  Dogan is going to provide Kai with maps from across the Western U.S.

Jane reported on the PGAP.  She has had success in getting the points to appear on the map, and further drill down when the user clicks on any point.  She is going to work with Kai on his map service. . . as her goals are similar to his and he has considerable accomplishments already.

Doug reported that CHRONOS has a new information integrator.  Datastar was proving unreliable, so he got their data stored on a Linux server here at SDSC (one in Dave Archbell’s group).

Choonhan provided a powerpoint presentation that explained what Grid Computing and Portlets actually are, as well as the status of what he is working on pertaining to GEON’s portal.
