	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Meetings were scheduled for the SDSC technical and communications groups, with Chaitan, for this Wednesday to go over the outcome of the workshops 
and related action items, as well as communicating these outcomes with project members outside of SDSC.
2.  Ashraf reported that two SDSC GEON  papers were accepted for the  ESRI annual meeting in August.   
3.  We have Rational Enterprise suite software, now, which provides additional capabilities for class diagram ontology building, with licenses for 30 users.  Ashraf will be the primary contact if anyone wants to utilize this software.  
4.  Ashraf  agreed with Chuck to do a 3-D data registration system in ASCI format.  Chuck has been asked to provide a paragraph description of what this ASCI format is comprised of, and he will work with other community members who want to submit 3-d files to ensure that they fit this standardized format.   Our first step is to provide them a mechanism to register 

5.  Ashraf indicated that we not pursue using Fleidermaus, at this time, as it doesn't support our interests/efforts - and can't be web-based.  Chaitan indicated that what GeoFusion offers as a browsing tool is very interesting for GEON.  He recommended that we buy this and bring John Graham in to see what he can do to modify this to work even better for us.  This subject will be discussed in the technical meeting that was scheduled for Wednesday.

6.  Kai worked with Krishna, last week, going over subject-based ontologies.

7.  Kai discussed the ontology workshop that was held last week.  He felt it went well, because some of the participants had not been exposed to the complexity of ontologies before.  He felt that the various software that was discussed

8.  Choonhan indicated that the current portal system is changing from OGSI to web service because of security issues.  He's changing all of the "back end" files to accomplish this.  Sandeep confirmed that this is necessary for security purposes, as Tomcat was having problems running with OGSI but is not with web service.
9.  Choonhan has been trying to work through a delay that's occurring when using the HP cluster for SynSeis registration.
10.  We received an renewal of 30,000 CPU hours from Teragrid for GEON.  University of Missouri has a couple of folks that are also using this time, as well as Synseis, though it is open to all GEON folks.

11.  Nancy has done a lot of back-end work on the GEON web site, to transfer old files from DreamWeaver to php and to clean-up old pages and build new ones.  She's looking at calendar and presentation items and determining how best to build a data base system to support posting these.

12.  Vishu is concerned about the current structure of the post gres database that we've set up.   It's currently running from the home directory and it should be set up from a centralized directory.

13.  Dogan announced that there is a formal web site committee, comprised of Nancy White, John Oldow, Ramon Arrowsmith, and himself, to review and make future revisions to the site.
14.  Ashraf announced that four other projects are now using GEON's mapping engine.

	Action Items:
	1.  Ashraf to forward the abstract for one of the ESRI papers to Margaret, to be uploaded on the GEON website.  Margaret already rec'd paper from Ghulam and will get this posted, now that it's been accepted by ESRI.

2.  Ashraf  to write a brief explanation about what Rational Enterprise Suite does and is used for, and will forward this to Margaret to be distributed in the project.
3.  Ashraf is going to look into ordering a copy of Sandpiper for ontology development.
4.  The Annual Meeting was discussed and it was agreed that the following SDSC people will submit abstracts:  Ashraf/Architecture; Kai/
5.  Sandeep is going to communicate with John Oldow 

6.  Margaret to send an email to workshop participants thanking them for their participation and reminding them of the Annual Meeting and abstracts.
7.  Margaret and Dogan to comprise a list of 14-15 western states' contacts and draft a letter  in GEON project we are interested in accessing your datasets.  This would involve publishing these online (give url) confirm that this would make their data more accessible and valuable

8.  Dogan is going to add more geology maps (data sets) into the system.

9.  Vishu to set up a WIKI for the geo-ontology group to submit  and will be linked from GEON website, as well as geo-ontology workshop site. 

10.  Vishu is going to confirm post gres for external access; Sandeep to check which machines are available for moving existing data and code (temp); Ashraf will coordinate the move code from GEON 01 and Data 01 to  GEON 02. 06, and 10 - as soon as Sandeep informs him
11.  MB to email chuck and Ramon re: what they need/want (forum, wiki, ?) out of this workshop.  She will let Ashraf/Nancy know what they want created and if we should begin developing a matrix of vis tools.

12.  Doug Greer to look for url of page that lists 40+ gis/viz tools and will email this to Margaret, to be included in this matrix

10.  Ghulam, Ashraf and Sandeep to sit down and discuss what modifications on standard ArcIMS will be helpful, to save ESRI time in doing this.  Ashraf will work with Sandeep to determine what steps are required to install the GEON-customized roll.
11.  MB to send an email to SDSC folks who are to submit an abstract for the Annual Meeting, to remind them of this - as well as the submission deadline.

12.  Nancy to send url of her current "transitional" GEON web site, and Dogan will forward this to the committee members and organize their input.

13.  Ashraf to forward a draft of a write-up about mapping engine to Paul Tooby who will write-up a final version.  This will be run in the GEON newsletter, as well as the SDSC website.

14.  MB to contact Karan to find out when he/Sandeep will be visiting Az State, Unavco/DLESE, and or Idaho? 
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
