Dogan went over the demos/applications for the GEON PI meeting. . .to check-in

Gravity Database = Sandeep has been able to access the database utilizing Ogsdai Grid

Service software.  He indicated that Ogsdai is running on every pop node and requires

no user start-up.  Efrat is going to add this grid service application to her list of  services.

Sandeep indicated that Ogsdai slows down substantially when querying large amounts of

data.  For the PI meeting, we will utilize Ogsdai to run smaller queries and they’ll test/consider alternate applications for future use.  Sandeep and Ashraf will be working together this week to complete a working copy of the grid monitoring service.  

Geology Mapping Integration = Kai has finished separating client side from server side files.

He and Choonhan will be designing the portlet this week and will be populating this database.

They are planning to have the portlet designed and implemented by the end of this week, to

give a first demo to Dogan on Friday.

Ilya showed the group a mapping integration demo that they’ve been developing.  He and

Reza and Ashraf are going to be working to integrate Ramon Arrowsmith’s data into this so that it can be shown at the PI meeting.   The portal workgroup is going to discuss creating this

as a portlet application, in this week’s meeting, to see if this can be done in time for the PI mtg.

Kai’s rock classification work is going to “roll over” into Efrat’s Kepler Workflow tools.  Chaitan suggested that Kai’s diagrams be used at the PI’s meeting to explain part of what we’ve been working on. . .at a level that the scientists really care about. . . . and show them what the

end result will do/create for them.

Dogan wanted to talk about the redesign of the look of the portal.  Cindy is going to take charge of this redesign.  The goal is that by next Monday there will actually be a portal to show at the

GEON meeting. . .and then uploading the completed demos into portlet format will be accomplished through next week . . . to be shown at the PI meeting the following Mon (3/22).

Chaitan wanted to make two announcements.  He told the group that Dogan just got elected as the Chair of DLESE Steering Committee.  Dogan indicated that this is an important alliance, because DLESE is an official partner with the GEON Project.

Chaitan also announced that Margaret’s role on the project is shifting.  Peggy Wagner will be picking up much of the administrative duties that Margaret used to do, so that Margaret can get

more involved with communications and outreach.  Initially, with the PI’s and project partners
