	Meeting Minutes:
	- Kevin Walsh gave the talk on "About CI Channel".  He provided an overview of how the channel got started, who it services currently, some plans for the future, and what type of equipment is required to do a webcast as well as what kind of storage/retrieval capabilities needed.  We discussed GEON having podcasts in the future, and how we could control access to these.
-  Ashraf indicated that several (internal) CVS users will be meet tomorrow, to ensure that all code is compatible and in one place.
- Sandeep indicated that the Security Group has asked whether GEON is planning to purchase additional nodes in the future, to ensure that there will be enough power available.  Sandeep and Ashraf to discuss this offline, and will submit this info by this Wednesday, 3/15.

- Sandeep has upgraded the BIRN nodes

-Doug indicated that he has registered 2200 geo tif and shape files, and is now getting an SRB error message.  He has about 1500 more that he's working on, along with some from University of Illinois.  There was some discussion about which machine is storing this (CUAHSI-HIS) data. . .
