	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Peter Shin gave a presentation on the NSDL testbed project he is working on, involving “text classificaiton by education grade”.  This largely focuses on metadata categorized by scientific discipline, topic and grade levels.  He is looking to gather data to test this system, and Dogan referred him to Mike Wright at DLESE because their datasets are similarly classified and geared toward the same purpose.
2.  Ashraf talked with Helena Mitsova from the Vis workshop about having a GRAS roll as an add-on to the GEON stack.  He is going to work through the details of what is needed  and what the project will do with it.  
3.  The data node was hacked last week, and all of the systems and data folks worked together to take care of the problem.  Many of the check-ins reflect actions taken by individuals to move and back-up their files. 
4.  Kai moved everything from GEON 01 to 03 for testing and uploaded local ontology files to SRB.  The data registration is now machine-independent and supports DB2.   
5.  Choonhan reported that there about 80 people currently registered on the GEON portal, and 11 of them have contributed data sets.  He is moving Synseis web service items from GEON 01 to 03, in order to revamp the user data repository.

6.  Ghulam moved all of his services from GEON 01 to data 02.  He worked with Jane Park in order to deploy some of GEON's services on the Border Safe machine, so that they can configure and utilize these.
7.  Margaret reminded everyone to submit their abstracts for the AM and asked that they remind folks (outside of SDSC) re: the deadlines associated with this meeting.
8.  Vishu got postgres installed on GEON 02 and is testing it .

9.  Efrat is working on Krishna's workflow process, as well as consolidating the data access for GEON 02 on Kepler.   She also discussed creating a 2-d web-enabled model for the Tawani program as an applet, with Ann Gates and Randy Keller.  She is going to coordinate with Dogan to determine if his source code can be of help with this, otherwise there is quite a bit of work that needs to come from UTEP before she can advance with this effort.
10.  Nancy is continuing to redesign the GEON site, including updating and adding info regarding the calendar, workshops, presentations, etc.   The group discussed where/how to best address communications items (meeting minutes, wiki's, forums, etc).  It was agreed that these need to be listed and described, so that it is easy for people to see what is being maintained and who each is directed toward.
11.  Doug took Kai's code and modified it for CHRONOS use.  This data is now available on the GEON portal.

12.  Sandeep finished the Gama roll and several projects 



	Action Items:
	1.  Ashraf to work with Helena Mitsova to determine what is needed to make a GRASS roll accessible on GEON.  

2.  Ashraf has sent a technical draft of the different types/levels of users (basic, grid, etc) to Chaitan for review.  Once this has been agreed on, along with what kinds of capabilities each group has, it will be distributed and advertised.

3.  Ashraf has contacted Blue Titan and is trying to work through the remaining issues involving GEON's web server logical name id.  If he can’t get resolution he’ll ask Chaitan to get involved, and/or consider using a different provider.
4.  Ashraf to coordinate the creation and implementation of a documentated/standardized process for moving data from one machine to another.  This document will be placed in CVS and an email will be distributed when it is available there.
5.   Sandeep to write up a statement regarding the GAMA roll and what security features this involves.  He’ll forward this to Margaret/Nancy to be included as a news update.
6.  Ashraf to present at the weekly meeting on 3/21 re: the latest status of data registration on the portal.
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
