	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Ashraf gave a presentation on the status of "Knowledge Based Representation of the WMS (mapping) service”.  The additional resources needed have been identified, next steps that will be taken, and he will submit a write-up on this, as well as an abstract for the AM.  
-   Ashraf followed up re: the Sandpiper software and learned that this costs about $5k, usually, and he is working with them to get a less expensive copy.  He is going to invite his contact from this company to the GEON Annual Meeting.  
-  A discussion with BIRN team members was initiated (and will continue) to determine the common components in mediator between their project and GEON's efforts.  Some areas that the two projects can work together, as well as complement each other's efforts were identified.  

2.  Kai is working on implementing a mechanism to update GEON databases, as well as understanding spatial queries.

3.  The current vs. future design of the GEON portal was discussed and some first phase changes were suggested to Choonhan.   He's been working on the SynSeis GUI and moving its web services.  A discussion that ensued regarding memory limitations brought up the realization that the compute nodes may not have enough (memory) to support some of the larger applications.  Currently, GEON 01 is the development machine - which needs to be updated.

4.  Ghulam has been working with Jane Park to deploy the GEON mapping code for the BorderSafe project.  He has been working on the portal GIS mapping  usability issues that were decided on at last week's technical meeting.

5.  Doug  has been working on federating a new (incoming) database for CHRONOS, as well as some post-processing visualization effort for the SynSeis application.  
6.  Nancy has been updating the website (calendar, news, communications section, etc), as well as creating a site for the 2005 Summer Institute.  She is building the "back end", now, for the application process for the Summer Institute and this will be announced as soon as this is ready.
7.  Margaret is working through the logistics remaining for the Annual Meeting and is "kicking into gear" on the 2005 Summer Institute.  This will be announced in the GEON newsletter, plus emails will be sent out and an ad placed to let people know when it will be held (July 18-22, 2005).  She has been working with Nancy to get the website updated and Summer Institute site built.
8.  Vishu got HIS working and accessing HPSS.  He is working with Ramon Arrowsmith to define where/how his system is running and get this connected with the HPSS back-up services.   He got postgres installed on 03 and suggested that we stick with DB2 on the data nodes.  He is waiting for the postgres back-up script on O10.
9.  Sandeep fixed some bugs for the GEON grid roll, and added Samba (per request from Ramon Arrowsmith) as a standard inclusion on the new release. 
10.  Chaitan was at a NEON meeting last week in Boston.  He is responsible for the CI planning part of this project.  Matt Jones was also at this meeting, as a representative from SEEK, will be organizing a visit to SDSC to discuss the technologies we've been developing because they want to utilize GEON's  data registration system.   
 

	Action Items:
	1.  Ashraf and Ghulam to create write-up regarding the WMS mapping service, resources needed, and plans to develop this service (by April 1st).  This will  include the steps of development, as well as a timeline of when the basic service could be available.  Ashraf to submit an abstract for the AM on this subject with a goal of first-level service being available for discussion at AM & PI meeting;
2.  Sandeep is going to update GEON 01 TODAY, so that Kai and others can move their applications back to that (bigger) machine.
3.  Vishu will work with Chaitan, Sandeep and Ashraf to write an announcement about the HPSS service capabilities.  This will be forwarded to Margaret to be included in the next (April) newsletter - by April 8th.

4.  Ashraf to email John Oldow regarding the upgrades that are happening on his node, just to inform him.  

5.  Sandeep is going to follow-up with Erdem to  track his work with Idaho (and, eventually, the other data nodes) to test the transfer of data back-and-forth on the grid, between there and SDSC.

6.  Ashraf to write an article for the April newsletter regarding the GEON map integration system - being used by other projects.

7.  Ahsraf/Chaitan are going to meet with Atul Nayak about getting Fleidermaus available as a download on the GEON portal.
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
