	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Ilya Zaslavsky gave a presentation on the CuahsiLink ArcMap Extension that he's been working on.  For the first time, we  began webcasting the presentations at the weekly meetings.  This process took some technical trial and error, so the actual presentation and start of the meeting were delayed until about 10:15.  The webcasts can be viewed live each Monday morning, and archived copies can be found accessed via the “Communications” page on the GEON website (www.geongrid.org/communications/)
2.  Ashraf indicated that he and Vishu have been working with Ramon to get ArcSD on all of the GEON machines.   He will work with Ramon's student, while at ASU in April, to assist them in getting their data downloaded.

- Idaho is still having problems with their node, and need assistance in resolving the problem.  They aren't able to read the disk where the data is stored and can't back this up.  Ashraf is going to communicate with that group via email and he and Sandeep will work through the problem(s) with them.
- Ashraf received a request from Alan Levander's group about putting their data up on the geon portal.  

3.  Choonhan worked with Jane Park to regain the PGAP service (we're hosting this database from U of Az, and it was deleted when GEON 02 was cleared).   This needs to be reinstalled on a production machine (GEON 10), which is not available for another week.  A short-term solution was discussed and agreed on (per series of actions listed below).
4.  Kai has been working through the (new gridsphere) process of registering geotif files on the portal.  He also created a jpeg conversion to view these files.
5.  Doug repaired some CHRONOS federated views that were damaged, and is working on an augmented reality proposal.

6.  Nancy told the group that she's been working on the GEON website.  She outlined some of the new items that have been added to the Communications page of the site (meeting minutes, webcast, etc), as well as creation of the Summer Institute page and newsletter.
7.  Vishu created the LIDAR database and enabled it for spatial use;
-  moved all db2 databases from data 01 to geon 02.

- also moved the forums/wiki MySQL databases to SDSC production MySQL, these will now be backed up daily.

- installed ArcSDE on Linux.  Testing is still in progress, since we don’t have the license for that yet.
created the LADR database; transferred all the GEON forums to the production node so that it gets backed up every night.

8.  Sandeep updated all of the nodes to Rocks 3.3.  He's working with UTEP to package their software and help them make their own roll.  The goal is to have UTEP, Az State, Idaho and SDSC "up" with the new roll before the AM in May.

9.  Ghulam has been working on A Type workflow.  He is working on usability issues (MyGEON page and Map Integration Page) . He discussed the architecture of existing Shapefile registration system with Kai, so that it can be leveraged in WMS registration. He moved map integration portlet from gridsphere 1.0 to gridsphere 2.0.

	Action Items:
	1.  Ashraf to analyze and prioritize the installation of ArcSD on the GEON machines and will follow this through. 
2.  Chaitan, Sandeep and Ashraf to call John Oldow re:  the problems his group his having with his node.  Sandeep will then compose a response to Idaho's email regarding their sysadmin problems.  Chaitan and Ashraf will review this for additional info before it is sent. 

3.   Chaitan and Ashraf to meet regarding the request from Alan Levandar's group regarding putting their data on our portal.  Ashraf to forward an email to this group (Alan's researcher) about what we can do and when, given that there's much we want to do between now and the Annual Meeting.

4.   Vishu will work with Jane Park to get the back-up of PGAP reinstalled on GEON 02.  Ghulam will then transfer this PGAP database to Data02, when it becomes available, in a week.  Ashraf is going to get involved with coordinating all of this.
5.  Sandeep will get a 100G disk for the data node
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
