	Meeting Minutes:
	-  This morning's speaker cancelled at the last minute, so there was no webcast this week.
-  Dogan went over some details about the upcoming Usability and Digital Data Acquisition Workshops and reminded some of the developers about the need for them to attend.

- Margaret brought up the Geoinformatics 2006 meeting and asked if everyone has submitted their abstracts and reminded those who had to make their air reservations by the end of the day (4/3).
- Ghulam gave an update on the WMS demo and indicated that it is now running on the beta machine and he believes it is now ready to go.  Sandeep confirmed that the beta machine is available only for local testing, prior to public release.   Some of the details regarding the work that he has Ghulam accomplished to this end.
- Kai is continuing his work on the data integration scheme, utilizing post GIS web services.  He is developing a beta post GIS web service for testing.
- Choonhan has been working to put the GEON project into the "Science Gateway" that Nancy Wilkins-Diehr is heading.   He got this submitted and will follow-up with Nancy to determine when GEON has been included in this.  He is also working on SynSeis.

-  Doug has talked with Jeff Boller on Chronos and refactored their database to filter out the paleostrat data, because they're currently unable to access this for updated info.  

- Nancy is currently working on the portal images, as well as managing the online registration and abstract submission systems for the Geoinformatics 2006 meeting and uploaded the GEON newsletter last week.

- Emilio has been working with John Oldow to create the fastest possible transport of data for the demo of the high speed connection that was  recently installed at the University of Idaho.  This demo will happen today and Emilio and Sandeep agreed to touch base with Lance, John's grad student who has also been working on this, to see if they have any problems or leave real-time support for the demo.
- Sandeep was in Chicago last week at a Globus workshop.  This brought together several projects that are using Globus, and are creating a database of users.  Sandeep talked to them about GEON's use and met with them about our registration and security tools.  

- Vishu is working on CUAHSI, looking into the GRAS installation on Datastar.  

- Margaret indicated that the last of the GEON-sponsored workshops are happening this week.  She has been working on the logistics for these as well as the Geoinformatics 2006 meeting and the need for her focus on this meeting has increased substantially as the agenda is finalized and final details must be worked through.  This will be the primarly focus of her attention, along with the GEON PI meeting to be held on May 13th, until those have passed.  
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
