	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Choonhan Youn gave a presentation on recent developments on the GEON portal.  This presentation was webcast and will be archived on the Communications page of the geongrid.org site.

He provided an overview on the old portal (used Gridsphere 1.0);

And intro to the new portal (using Gridsphere 2.0); new account

Management using GAMA; discussed current policies; and the 

Timeline for this portal to move to production.

2.  Dogan gave an update on his travels of last week.  He was at the EarthScope meeting last week, along with Randy, Krishna, Ramon, Chuck Meertens, and Bob Smith.   There were several talks, workshops, and unofficial conversation among participants regarding GEON.  Dogan suggested that we now have a strong opportunity to go to NSF, now, to talk about where we are at and where we are headed in terms of CI development.  He also reported that the ES proposal opportunity is now open.  The deadline for submissions will be July 16th, and will be a good subject for discussion at and action from the Spring PI meeting.  He'll also be working with Krishna and Randy

- Dogan attended the AGU CI panel meeting.  They (AGU) are now establishing a Geoinformatics focus group, which may be formed before the Spring AGU meeting in May.  The mission of this group will be to educate the community on the geoinformatics issues.   They are also forming a data committee, which will serve as a subcommittee reporting to the IT committee, about data publications issues.  Dogan will act as the liaison between these two committees.

- He was also at the CHRONOS education workshop last week, where they decided that part of their education efforts will involve a traveling exhibition that will initially go to science museums, to reach school-aged children.  This plan will be developed further.

- Dogan met with some folks from Berkeley who had been involved with the development of a paleo portal - and both sides are very interested in collaborating, to bring together the paleo data with the "Discover Our Earth" data that Dogan has developed.

3.  Chaitan and Ilkay Altintas had a teleconference with reps from Pegasus regarding using Kepler as a front-end for generating the abstract workflows and generating it on Pegasus.  CB recommended the use of LIDAR processing algorithm as an example for this workflow process.  He proposed that a meeting be arranged with IRIS for workflow and webservice for data collection and access.  

4.  Ghulam implemented the spatial component of Atype workflow, and has been designing the components (with Kai and Ashraf) for WMS services.

5.  Ashraf attended the websphere training most of last week.  He completed the documentation on the design of WMS data registration and mapping, and an implementation plan will be available soon.

6.  Doug Greer did some analysis and design for a working augmented reality (AR) system.  He has been working with Matt Clothier re: AR, GEON functionality and equipment needs.

7.  Kai finished the Geotiff data registration.  Current issues involve how to consume alot of files and how to handle large files.  Solution recommendation would be an SRB based workflow, integration of shape files, and relational databases.  He informed

The group that Mediator now allows spatial query using postgis and will support OGC-based spatial queries.

8.Efrat has been working the workflow for A-type Plutons and will give a presentation on this at next week’s GEON meeting.  She has also been working on GeonSearch in a Kepler environment.

9.  Vishu installed ArcSDE, and will push down the priorities of the comuster raster grid in it so that we can consume point clouds data in db2.  He reported that we will have our own SRB instance with MCAT running on the GEON node and that SRB is up and running on GEON02.

6.  Nancy White worked on the CSIG05 web site up and got the application page up and running.  The AM05 agenda published on that site last week.  The monthly newsletter went out last week and everyone was encouraged to take a look at it.

7.  Margaret is working through logistical details for the upcoming AM and Spring PI meetings, as well as fielding questions about the registration and abstract submission process for these.  The Cyberinfrastructure Summer Institute (CSIG) 2005 dates have been finalized for July 18-22, and she has been involved in arranging and advertising this.   Final coordination and communication for the Advisory Board meeting, to be held via videocon on April 14, will occur during the upcoming week.
