	Meeting Minutes:
	-  Lelli van den Einde gave a presentation on the NEES IT project, that she is the Asst. Director of the SDSC/UCSD component.  She explained that NEES IT is an NSF funded project that has 15 collaborative locations.  The project's focus is on earthquake experiments and the collection, analysis, and sharing of this data.  She showed NEES' current portal, and discussed some of the project's current tools and capabilities.  After her talk was over, as part of the question and answer session, the tools that GEON has developed that  NEES might leverage were discussed by the team.  Dogan suggested that, when NEES is ready to implement a Search function on their portal, they might do well to utilize some of the program that Kai has developed for our portal. 
- Ghulam is working on ArcIMS Service registration part and will be able to finish it in a three weeks.
- Ashraf mention we will be having the beta portal functioning by April 15th, so that "friendly" users can test the system until about a week before the Geoinformatics meeting.
- Kai worked with Krishna on Geochemistry ontology to be ready in 3 weeks to be ready for geoinformatics 2006 meeting.
- Choonhan moved Synsis service to productions and worked on the waveform.
- Sandeep is helping Camera folks set up the GAMA machine. Also working on splitting with OLD GEON to smaller rolls with updated versions of software.
-  Margaret indicated that the spurt of GEON workshops ended last week, with Dogan's Usability workshop and John Oldow's Digital Data Acquisition workshops.  These brought about 40 people to the SynCenter
Over the course of last week.
