WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 04/26/04

Dogan gave an overview of the meeting he attended last week in Boulder, CO.  This was held by NSF and focused on Cyberinfrastructure in geoscience education.  The two projects that were cited, repeatedly, were GEON and LEED.   Out of this meeting, it was determined that DLESE wants to come here (with a group of 7-8 people) to talk with us about several issues.  One is data registration and another the ADN – which they have developed from the start and prove a strong resource in our efforts.  They already work with concept space based search systems for different levels of education, so this collaboration will assist us in creating the same in GEON.  One of the things that we’re going to be doing for the AHM will be developing a search tool that allows GEON data sets to be searched through the DLESE system.  The details of this development will be discussed during DLESE’s visit.  Potential dates of this, as well as which SDSC team members will be available on specific dates, were discussed and Dogan will coordinate this.

Dogan indicated that he, Choonhan, and Ashraf are putting together a site visit to UTEP, to meet with Randy Keller and Ann Gates, and some of the CS grad students at UTEP.  He is coordinating with Randy to establish the dates and is looking toward early-mid May.

Dogan went through Chuck Meertens’ email, wherein he asked about specific support that he (UNAVCO) needs from us and whether they can expect this.  He asked how easy it is to set up an ARC IMS server on a Linux box.   We haven’t worked through this, yet, so it was agreed that Ashraf and Sandeep will try and do this during the upcoming week and will report back on it at next week’s meeting.  It was agreed that some of the other items listed in Chuck’s email will be addressed offline, in the mapping meeting.

Choonhan provided a demonstration of the user login email verification process that he has developed for the GEON portal.  He is going to email the URL to all SDSC GEON team members so that we can use this to register, and he will track the success of the group’s efforts before unveiling this feature to the greater GEON community.  Choonhan will also look into making the login portion secure and will get back to the group on this.  

The group went through the AHM Action Item list and specifically discussed the progress that each work group had made during April.  

Chaitan indicated that the Core Grid Services is an area we’ll want to present at the Site Review.

Writing the white paper, core back-ups, and our collaborations with the LEED project should be included..

Dogan asked the group to keep track of their documention and circulate these, for future reference.    Sandeep agreed to add this to the CVS so that these items can be stored there.

Chaitan provided a general update to the group.  John Helly is having an interoperability workshop  that Ilya will be attending as a GEON representative.   NSF will be holding a

large ITR PI meeting in June, which Bertram may attend (CB will be in an IRIS meeting).
