WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 05/03/04

Dogan told the group that there’s a lot happening in data registration and access.  He and Kai are going to be getting together this week.  Mapping progress is on hold until some of the registration processes gets resolved.   Kai to get the list of Action Items from his visit at Penn State in March.  Bill Pike took notes about who was going to provide what (both SDSC and Penn State) and Kai will follow-up with him to get this list.  Dogan reported that Atul Nayak, from SIO (hired by Optiputer) will be helping us with our visualization goals fo rthe AHM.

The new portal is up and running.  Everyone was asked to register in the portal, if they have not already.  Choonhan is working on documentation for this and expects to have this available for distribution.  This documentation could serve as a template for others in terms of creating items for the portal.  Dogan also informed the group that the entire portal area is now secured space.

Ashraf, et al, worked last week on the GEON Search area.  An email received by a representative from “OilIT.com” was discussed, in terms of who would follow-up on this and what we’d send him.  He’s interested in writing about GEON.  It was agreed that Chaitan and Bertram will follow-up with him.

Chaitan told the group about a meeting that he was part of last week, with Eric Frost and John Graham from SDSU.  John is being paid (part time?) by Eric’s GEON funds and is anxious to get more involved with the project.  He has close associations with Sun, Geofusion, and is working on vis developments that could be very helpful to GEON.  It was agreed that Margaret will organize a meeting between Dogan, Chaitan, Mike Bailey, Atul Nayak, Eric Frost, John Graham and Doug Greer in the next week or so to discuss internal Visualization resources for GEON.

Dogan told the group that he and Choonhan are going to UTEP next Monday and Tuesday.  He and Randy will be discussing Rocky Mountain science issues, and Ann Gates and her grad student will be working with Choonhan on portal issues.   A working group will be coming to SDSC on Wed/Th, May 12 & 13th, to discuss GEON’s Education and Outreach activities.

Ashraf reported that he and Choonhan have begun the process of trying to install ARC IMS on a linux machine and expect to be able to work through this process this week.  Sandeep indicated that he’s having problems with GEON 04 and thinks that the hard drive might be dead.  He’s going to troubleshoot this further and pursue getting it replaced, if this is the case.

Chaitan pulled up the portal on the overhead and discussion was held regarding the design and context of this area, as well as the technical issues that coincide with those agreed upon goals.  The technical IT portion of the meeting ensued from here, and further notes were not taken.
