WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 05/02404

Dogan informed the group that Dr. Hiao Zhang will be arriving from China in the next week.  He is being hired by SDSC and will be going to the University of Missouri to work with Mian Liu, and will return to San Diego for the AHM.

Dogan indicated that seismic and SKEK ontologies have been recommended. Krishna’s should be incorporated with this. By AHM we want to be done with these complete ontologies. CB suggested that Krishna be encouraged to use the KR mail list so that everyone is aware what’s going on. It’s really important that a public forum for these kind of discussions.

Jane demo’d the GEON data registration page. She has contacted press to get the source code for the ADN editor ( and they’re going to get this to her this week. She’s going to simplify the user interface by limiting the input to general Geospatial/temporal. 
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We need a service that will assign a record ID # for each time that someone submits data.

Jane to demo the updated GEON registration papers at 6/7 meeting. KAI is going to work closely with Jane to tie the ontologies selection into the registration area.

CB = IRIS workshop in Tucson ( David Simpson said that a leading member of W3C will be there. CB suggested that KAI attend this ( at least on Saturday.

CB spoke at NEES annual meeting in SD on 5/20&21/04. We pursue whether SCEC wants to be part of the GEONgrid. CB going to email Tom Jordan with details of how to be on the grid, followed by an email to Phil Makum at SCRC.

CB  has asked Pavel to look at what xml schema will translate data into relational files. He didn’t find anything, so both CB and KAI agreed that this will need to be done manually.

CB suggested that submitted shape files be stored in SRB ( rather than sitting around on a linux box. This will include URL submissions.

Jane could program the server to store registered data into an SRB system…while she’s waiting for the source codes from DLESE.
