	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Tim Kaiser gave a talk on "What's Up With Teragrid?".  that provided an overview of what the Teragrid was intended for vs. what it actually does -- well and otherwise.  It provided an in-depth evaluation of what works and what doesn't on the Teragrid and why, with questions and answers from the audience throughout the talk.  As is true each week, this talk was webcast and an archived copy can be accessed via the Communications page on the GEON website.

2.  The group discussed this year's GEON booth(s) and Margaret gave a head's up that the items we need to ship to Salt Lake City for GSA will need to go out by the end of September.  Chaitan told the group that all of their demos and contributions should be run from the portal and/or finalized before the computers get shipped, so there isn't any last-minute uploading of demos at the booth.  Ashraf reinforced that it's too difficult to upload and run software while the booth is being set-up, and it was agreed that everything for the GSA booth will be ready by the end of September.
3.  Kai told the group that he had worked with Krishna last week so that they can register geophysics and geochemistry datasets with the ontologies more easily.  They spent a large amount of their time together creating the relevant ontology that will enable scientists to utilize data resources by identifying/defining some basic concepts.  They also designed a user interface that will assist users to use this particular ontology - since the process is going to be quite difficult to most due to its new/uniqueness.  This whole process is huge and time consuming and Kai feels they are making progress. Their current goal is to create a prototype in time for GSA.
4.  Vishu reported that they did a fixed-pack upgrade for supporting Spatial Extender to DB2 on the DataStar, but there are some licensing issues with that.  Once this process is accomplished, he'll need to load the data on DataStar.   Efrat is currently installing Pegasus, as a result of a meeting with that group, to support distributed processing of the Lidar workflow.  

	Action Items:
	1.   Ashraf is going to get together with Nancy White to learn about the project management program that she found that might be used instead of MS Project.
2.  Dogan and Chaitan are going to work together this week to integrate the IT and  Science portions of the Annual Report.  The goal is to have this compiled report  ready for forwarding to the PIs and NSF by Friday, 6/24.  This version will then be edited and polished for a printed Annual Report, with the goal of having this done and to the graphic designer for layout no later than Friday, July 1st.  The ultimate goal is to have a finished Annual Report to the printer by July 11th, so that we can have it for hand-out as early as the Summer Institute.
3.  Vishu is trying to work through the licensing issues for the fixed-pack upgrade for DB2 Spatial Extender and will let Chaitan know if he needs some help (from someone here at SDSC?).
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
