	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Sriram Krishnan gave a talk on "GSI Based Security for Web Services".  He talked about the work that he's been involved with on the NBCR (National Biomedical Computation Resource) project and provided an architecture overview.  He explained the differences between standard and GSI (Grid Security Infrastructure), and the benefit of some of the security techniques that they're utilizing on NBCR.  He also provided details regarding why/how they have set up their security as this project has, some of the benefits and limitations that they've experienced, and how this GSI might be applicable GEON's purposes.
2.  Karan Bhatia gave a summary from the "Grid Center" meeting (which is an NMI program lead by NSF and Phil P. is a PI on it) that he attended in Chicago last week.  This project develops grid software that is needed by the grid community and the meeting involved several large ITR projects to learn what their needs are (BIRN, GEON, etc).  The individual projects each talked about their status, challenges, requirements, etc.  Karan met with Ian Foster (Argonne Ntl Lab) at this meeting, who seems interested in working with us and are open to feedback. Since CAS (Community Authorization Service) is not supported in the WSRF reference implementation and GEON is interested in using CAS, Karan asked for the direction from the developers of WSRF. Karan also talked about GAMA and some community interest in using this security application developed by SDSC for the portals on the grid.  Karan also mentioned that new version of Globus (that is version 4.1) will support tomcat that has a bigger community of users as the application server, rather than using the custom versions the application server. PRAGMA, BIRN, UK e-Science, and several others have indicated that they'd like to begin using this application.  Karan's group is working with several groups to determine specific requirements, with the goal of bringing this to implementation by September(ish) 2005. Karan also mentioned UK escience has published some nice general purpose services like Condor Web Service and GnuPlotToPostscript services for the community that GEON can make use at some point. 
3.  The CSIG was discussed, and Ashraf indicated that the course program has been revised and will be forwarded for updating on the web by the EOB today.  Some of the specifics about changes in order of materials and instructors was discussed, as well as a list of software that Ashraf will be loading onto the machines to be used at CSIG.  Everyone in the group was asked to forward additional software requirements to Ashraf by EOB today. 
4.  Margaret announced that the GEON Beach Barbeque will be held on Wednesday, July 6th, in the afternoon.  It will be held at Crown Point (same location as in prior years) and an email with details will go out.  Everyone from Sci RaD is invited, though there'll be a second barbeque held in August for the overall SciRaD group.

5.  Ashraf has tried the online project management program (Net Office) and thinks it will meet our needs very well.  He is going to work with this a bit more before converting GEON's actual project plan to it.

6.  Chaitan told the group that we're planning a couple of workshops, possibly to overlap by a day or so and hopefully in February 2006, to bring together some real leaders in the IT and Geo fields.
