	Meeting Minutes:
	-  Neil Cotofana gave a presentation on "Portal and Services for Sensor Network Administration".  This was based on work that he is doing with EarhScope's US Array Administration and included demos and a walk-through of their current portal.  This talk was webcast live, and an archive copy can be viewed at http://www.geongrid.org/communications/webcast/.
-  CSIG, Ashraf wanted to know if the views have been created on Navdat.  Chaitan has said that it is not, and that he and Kai will sit down and finalize this.  Ashraf indicated that all of the software has been installed on a desktop for the CSIG and our IT department will be ghosting this on the other 19 desktop machines that will used for this Institute.  He did a final check with the instructors for additional code or anything that is still pending for CSIG.  Margaret went over room set-up and logistical details
-  PGAP. Vishu was able to restore the MySQL database, but it is not deploying fully. This was running on the old portal but crashed during the move to the new machine, and it was determined that Jane Park had been the original person to develop this database and interface on top of it. Ashraf and Viswanath will talk to her to find out what’s wrong with the front end and deploy it on the portal machine.
-  Datastar will be going down today for maintenance where Lidar data has been copied. Vishu got all of the data copies onto the datastar machine and also has a backup copy of it. He has the scripts required to load the data, once the machine is up and running he will start loading the data.  He expects this will take a couple of days to complete, as the file is about 24G of data.  Chaitan gave an update that Ramon had given a presentation on the GEON-hosted Lidar database to the NCALM (National Center for Airborn Lidar Mapping) and they were very impressed.  They said that they may provide us more datasets and would consider using SDSC/GEON as their data host.  Some process and strategy regarding this hosting was discussed, as well as a plan to get the Lidar database up and running asap.  Efrat is testing Pegasus workflow on Lidar and is working to determine if she can get a parallel version of GRASS, this will be needed to run gridding algorithms on Lidar data. She is working with Chris and Jeff at ASU.
-  Ashraf told the group that the Fledermaus software has been purchased.  He and Atul have talked about how they can team up on creating scene files from shape files and geoTIFF files, and then how they want to register this on to GEON portal.  Dogan interjected that a lot of details need to be worked through with regard to identifying the various parameters that need to be plotted in a shape file.  They discussed some of the specifics about this, so that Ashraf could get started in defining these parameters, though Dogan's point was that this was going to be a fairly complicated and time consuming process.  

-  Dogan was in Florida last week at the DLESE meeting.  From this, he updated the group that DLESE - as we know it today - will not exist in another year.  Margaret Leinen indicated that they will create something called the "Geoscience Learning Resource Facility" which will provide the services that DLESE now does, in addition to other resources.  This will be a competitive process, and may create a collaborative opportunity for groups to provide services beyond (and including) what DLESE does now.
-  Chaitan reported that the Open Science Grid (OSG), had invited GEON to come and give a talk at their annual meeting.   This group involves a consortium of largely grid scientists.   This annual meeting will be held the same week as CSIG, however, so there is no one from the project who can attend this.  They are interested in learning

-  EGEE (European Grid consortium) has expressed considerable interest in GEON.  SDSC is signing MOU with EGEE.  Chaitan and Dogan agreed that we need to learn more about who is involved with that group and what they are doing.  It seems there are a number of Geoscientists 

-  Chaitan talked to Malcolm Atkinson last week and Malcolm asked for some slides from GEON on our work with ontologies to present at an annual Grid-based meeting being held in Italy.  International interest in GEON is clearly growing. . .
