WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 07/26/04

Attendees:  Chaitan Baru, Dogan Seber,  Bertram Ludaescher, Margaret Banton,  Choonhan Youn, Kai Lin, Ashraf Memon, Ghulam Memon, Jane Park, Doug Greer, Cindy Santini, Choonhan Youn,  and Tiffany Houghton.

Kai provided an update on his work.  In the last week, he did an item level data registration process and modified a GEON search option so that the user can search datasets by concept.  These are done and working, and this week he is going to see if he can get them “portletized” .

Regardless, these functions will be available for the AHM and after that we’ll need to work through some decisions about to remain portlet-based or not.

Ashraf indicated that the mapping is in production mode.  The XML2 map had some problems last week, and these were worked through at the end of last week.  There are a couple of items that he and Ghulam are still polishing up --- and they expect that these will be complete by tomorrow.  There will be four new services available:  creating a map from shape Ids (from SRB);  URL to map, ASCI to map, and XML files to map.  Dugan is going to get with them on Tuesday afternoon to see how they’ve done.

Cindy indicated that she got the wave forms drawn from the data, last week.  E3D is not accepting the synthetic data and she, Choonhan, Tim Kaiser, and Michael are all working together to get this worked through.  This work group agreed to target having the seismic application completely running by Wednesday afternoon, and Dogan will get with them then 

Doug Greer is getting involved with GEON’s visualization efforts.  He’s talked to Atul and Chaitan has suggested that he (Doug) put together a few files that pertain to the augmented reality that 

Efrat gave an update on the workflow progress.  The individual workflows now running and she’s worked with Ashraf to integrate some of the shape file imaging options that he’s developed.  Dogan indicated that we still need to work on converting ASCI grid files into ArcIMS.  Ashraf thought that ESRI might have a service that does this, and will look into this.

Efrat created a log-in option that takes all o fthe info that was executed in a workflow and saves this with the outputs received, along with a description of the workflow input that generated it.  Dogan confirmed that he will meet with Efrat and Bertram about the final workflow process on Wednesday afternoon.  Ilkay will join this meeting, in case she gets involved with the presentation (in Efrat’s absence).  Efrat will also be putting together some slides about the workflows.

Dogan went over the schedule of the Site Review meeting and All Hands Meetings.  He asked that the group plan to attend the Site Review all day Thursday, and to attend both days of the All Hands Meeting.

Doug Greer discussed the demo and presentation he’ll be giving at the CHRONOS All Hands Meeting and Site Review, next week, in Ames, Iowa.  Both he and Chaitan will be attending this.

Doug is going to do a “dry run” of his presentation to Dogan and  Chaitan this week, for their input.
