	Meeting Minutes:
	- Ashraf Memon, Efrat Jaeger, and Vishu Nandigam gave a presentation on the work they've been doing in conjunction with ASU (Ramon Arrowsmith, Chris Crosby, Jeff Conner) with the LIDAR data processing.  In this presentation they discussed the architecture, the current progress and the roadmap ahead. Currently they are done with loading the first chunk of data in the datastar (32 processor machine) and clearly see the performance improvement as compared for a dual processor GEON datanode. Next steps involve investigating the parallel version of GRASS (GIS tool) for processing the gridding algorithms on a multi processor machine. Once that is set the next step would be to create a post processing module for visualization of the processed data.

They are working on a visualization tool, now, for the portal.  Ashraf thinks that he and Atul will have a simple demo to give at next week's presentation on the implementation of Fledermaus visualization tools.  He also thought that a demo could be ready for the GSA and AGU booths that shows the LIDAR data in a 3-D map integration.
-  Vishu indicated that PGAP is up and running. The issues were due to scattered code, but the things are under control now and later we will refactor the whole architecture.
-  Margaret brought up the subject of the GEON booths this fall and suggested that this be a formal agenda item at next week's meeting.   All team members were asked to come with a list of demos that they will work on for this fall's outreach efforts so that we can create a timeline to ensure that these are done in time for the SACNAS/GSA/AGU meetings.  
-   Efrat indicated that they're working on an API for gama-based identification framework, to provide a single sign-on capability for homogenous communities. This API/component would allow a user to use their GSI certificate for using the GRID resources. 
- Doug Greer will be going to the CHRONOS retreat in Chicago next week.
