WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 09/27/04

Dogan told the group about the workshop that he and Ashraf attended in Palm Springs last week.  It was organized by Ramon Arrowsmith and was held in conjunction with the SCEC AHM.  This opportunity opened up discussion on the IT side between SCEC, GEON and domain folks.  Phil
Macklin (SCEC) suggested that GEON & SCEC collaborate to create some models in time for AGU.  Dogan is going to follow-up with Phil to coordinate this collaboration, as well as sharing some of the mapping tools that we've already developed.   Dogan also talked to Tom Jordan quite a bit, and he expressed an interest in getting GEON and SCEC together to work on LIDAR.

Dogan and Ramon discussed using the HP machine (with 26 G RAM) to run LIDAR.  Dogan asked Sandeep to contact Ramon to set up an account for him on setting up this code, again with the goal of setting up a model for AGU.
There are three high priority science-related goals before GSA:
- get geology map integration on portal and in production mode;

- assist Ramon with the LIDAR modeling;
- visualization
