	1.  John Graybeal joined us from MBARI (Monterey Bay Aquarium Research Institute) this morning, and gave a talk on "MMI:  Defining and Doing Marine Metadata Interoperability).  He provided an overview of the work that they've been doing with data integration and search capabilities, and shared some of the immediate goals of the project.  Included in these is collaboration with projects - including GEON - to utilize each other's findings and tools.  This talk was webcast and is archived via the Communications page of GEON's website.
2.  We held a discussion about GSA around the table.  The status of the demos that are being worked on and who would conduct these demos in the booth was discussed.  Ghulam will be "the man" in the booth this year, in terms of SDSC's demos.  Because Kai and Ashraf won't be present in the booth, Ghulam will be
Responsible for doing all of the SDSC demos.  The two that are being completed in time for this meeting are "Data Integration on the GEON Portal" and "WMS Mapping Services".  Margaret is working on a booth demo schedule and will have this printed for hand-out in the booth.

3.  Ashraf was at the GGF conference in Boston last week.  He gave a presentation on the GEON GIS GRID capabilities with emphasis on the Map Integration, LiDAR Processing, WMS Integration.
