	Meeting Minutes:
	1  Dogan Seber gave this morning's presentation, titled "High Performance Computing applications in GEON:  from design to application".  He used SynSeis as an example of an application that solves a series of science questions using the grid.   He explained that running this application on a cluster helps expedite the process substantially, and then went through the steps that went into creating this GUI as a portlet in a Gridsphere framework.  He demonstrated the different options that a user can select in this application, and what these differences will "do" for them in terms of producing different information.  Dogan showed a movie that the application can create from the synthetic model that is created by the parameters the user selects.  He explained that this application can provide valuable to on many levels.  Analyzing crustal structure, lithospheric structure, analyzing potential impact of seismic activity based on these synthetic models.  He expects that SynSeis will be available on the GEON portal early next year.

2.  Dogan gave the group an update on the Hyderabad workshop.  He pointed everyone on the project to the page on the GEON site that has a link to the presentations and group picture.  He told that group that Chaitan is working with Profs Agarwal and Subbarao at U of H to develop projects that grad students there can work on to assist GEON.  A GEON node was installed at the University while the group was there.  He indicated that one of the biggest challenges the Univ faces in working with and benefiting from GEON is due to the slow internet connectivity.

3.  Margaret and Dogan announced to the group that CSIG '06 is being planned for August 14-18, next summer.  There will be a stronger Geo orientation and applications included in next year's agenda.

4.  Kai Lin gave a demo on the Relational Data Integration work that he's been doing.  He went thru the new parameters that users can now identify they want info back on,   User can now query any shape file and integrate it with another, and the same GUI now works for both spatial and non-spatial data.   Dogan asked several questions about the integration and restrictions, based on the file types that Kai integrated in his demo, and they worked through several "next steps" that he'll be working on.
5.  Sandeep is going to be giving a talk at SC '05 on GEON, from a computer scientist's (vs geo) perspective.  He will be at the AIST (Japan) booth, by invite.
6.  Kai indicated that he and Ghulam are now working on CUAHSI.  They are setting up a portal on their machine that will be identical to the existing GEON portal (they are mirroring out design).  They don't want to use Gridsphere as their base, unlike GEON's portal, and so there are some problems that they are working through.  

7.  Efrat is working on changes that came up at GSA on the Lidar work, in  preparation for AGU.  She is working on a paper (with other team members from SDSC and at Arizona State) to be submitted to a scientific workflow meeting to be held in Spring 2006.  She will forward the abstract when/if it is accepted.
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
