	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  GSA follow-up.  Lots of traffic through the booth, though limited interest in what we're doing.  Most attention paid to 3-D visualization models - Chuck Meertens in particular.   We talked about how GEON might do this differently next year.  It was suggested that panel and poster sessions, a reception, and other venues for outreach are really important.  We want to create a cohesive strategy for reaching the community, in addition to the booth.  Also,  a possible session for next year might be "Earthscope:   IT 
2.  At AGU it was agreed that the look of the booth will remain the same, due to the timing of this meeting.  Dogan suggested that we actually schedule and post  demos that will be held, so that people who visit the booth can come back if they're interested in the model or subject.   Topics like "how to join GEON"; 
"data registration", and specific demos that the PIs could demo/explain were suggested.
3.  Dogan pointed out that "workflow" hasn't been received by our audience very readily.  He thinks the semantics and symbology are not very user accessible. .. .Ashraf feels the workflow diagram looks like an electronic circuitry.

4.  Tim    from IRIS is coming to SDSC tomorrow to discuss web services and data base security issues.   Dogan reported that David Okaya (SCEC) wants to hold a workshop for seismologists regarding web services for geoscientists.  Dogan offered to have this course taught here at SDSC, for 1-2 days (possibly in springtime).  The first day would provide an overview of what web services do and why these can be good for geoscientists.
