	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  This morning's presentation was titled "Toward a Distributed Information System for Marine Biology and Limnology", and was given by Karen Stocks,
Amarnath Gupta, and Chris Condit.   This talk focused on the Seamounts (undersea mountains) portion of this project.  This work has developed an interactive database called "Seamounts Online", as well as "CenSeam" which provide a global census of marine life on seamounts.  The schema of these and other relational databases was explained, in context to show the issues that they have  worked through to .   Chris Condit did a demo  of the current interface they have developed and its capabilities, and provided an overview of the technology that was utilized to create this.  Armanath told the group that this work uncovered some previously undiscovered bugs in the BIRN mediator, which have since been resolved as a result. 2.  Choonhan reported that he was at Supercomputer '05 last week in Seattle.  He attended a portal  workshop, there,  that focused on community use and features - rather than technical issues pertaining to portals and portlets.  He indicated that having a paper accepted at this meeting was a huge honor, because it is a rare and highly regarded opportunity.  This paper will also be published in the CCEP Journal.  Choonhan and Kai have to edit (shorten) and submit the paper for publication by December 2nd (their original paper was 12 pages) and will be working on this to meet the deadline.
3.  Efrat gave un update on the LiDAR work.  It can now do queries across tables,
and Vishu has been doing some "tweaking" with the actual database to try and increase the speed of it.  It is working, now, though Vishu is continuing to process that data - after which we'll need to do some additional testing.  Efrat is working on some statistics that will be provided to the user when they go to run a job, to give them an indication of how long the job should take.  It is expected that all of this will be worked through in time for AGU.
4.  Vishu indicated that the SRB is fixed, so now the CUAHSI data sets are getting backed up.

5.  Kai has been working on CUAHSI, mostly, in the past week.  He is working on a CUAHSI portal, as has Ghulam, under Ilya's direction.  

6.  Sandeep also went to SC '05, and did a GEON talk from the AIST booth.  He will email Bob Alco at Lamont (Columbia) regarding the GEON node that was going to be set up there.
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
