	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  Went around the table for individual updates:

- Margaret is making final preparations for AGU booth, organizing the Viz Workshop to be held at SDSC in February, AHM in May, and working on solidying dates for other workshops throughout 2005.  

- Ashraf is working on a paper to submit for the ESRI conference.  Chaitan reminded the group that everyone should be considering what they can submit.  Abstracts

- Ghulam is working on the map integration, creating a service to combine ontologies and ???  He will give a demo at next Monday's GEON meet
-Efrat is working on incorporating the GEON data sets into the Kepler data sets using the sig approach.  She will be working with Ashraf and Ghulam on shape files, understanding what they do as data sets.

- Kai is working on a query interface for the GEON database.   He has already registered te Navdat and Gravity databases into the GEON db

- Choonhan is working through single sign-on problems on the portal.  In test cases, there are some problems with the software for single sign-on.  A discussion within the group re: how to resolve the problem, as well as what other projects may have already worked through this process that we can "tap in on".  It was suggested that OGCI has already created what we need and it was agreed that this would be followed-up on.
- Bertram told the group about an opportunity to have Michael Lutz talk

-  Doug Greer reminded the group that Matt Clothier will give a talk on augmented reality on Wed, Dec 1st from 10-12.  Doug is currently working on the "Conop 9" program and is federating the data bases across the three databases.  They (Chronos) have a new machine here at SDSC that is much faster than their previous machine.  This has both data integrator and GIS on it, so it will be a sharged Chronos and GEON machine.
-  David Ribes attended a workshop at SC'04 regarding how to build collaborative communities.  There were reps from BIRN, e-Science (UK), Mike Wright from GEON.  David felt the presentations were a bit disjointed and more technically oriented than socially, though he felt the NEES project had given a good presentations and offered some good project management ideas.  
- Sandeep is finishing up the software stack  Planning to finish the back-end security for the portal by the end of December.   Submitted a portal paper to CC Grid.
- Dogan asked that we hold a separate, in-depth meeting (outside the Monday a.m. meeting) to go over the demos and final details for AGU.  He is working with SynSeis and has been tweaking the map and cross-level visualizations.   GEON Search and Registration; map integration; Synseis; IDB; are a few of the demos that we'll have at the GEON booth at AGU.
- Omid (student who has been working with Alan Snavely) and has been installing and deploying various software on GEON machines (ArcGlobe, Globus).  He is also working with "Grasp" , which is a performance benchmarking program that Alan S. developed.  He is available for any questions: okhalili@sdsc.edu.
- Chaitan announced that Vishu will be 50% on GEON effective December 1.  He will be working on some of the back-up strategy development, as well as supporting Ashraf with some of the systems issues.

     -  CB  told the group that there'll be an NSF panel discussion in May, and they've asked if GEON can give a presentation to the panel at this same time.

     - January 12th there'll be an AMU (American Meteorlogical Union) meeting at the SD convention center.  CB has been asked to co-speak on creating collaborative community projects such as GEON.

     - CB suggested that GEON might want to hold a kick-off workshop for "sister" projects (Chronos, SCEC, EarthChem, etc) to introduce them to the registration idea and then walk them thru this process.  The same might be beneficial to hold a workshop on GIS --- to show other projects what we may be able to help them with.
     - CB needs some help tweaking the map that is on GEON's main page.  Some of the PI locations are in the wrong place
