	Meeting Minutes:
	1.  There was no speaker at this morning's meeting, and there will not be one through the remainder of the calendar year due to the upcoming holidays.  The next speaker will be A. K. Sinha on January 9, 2006.
2.  Dogan gave an update from AGU.  He indicated that the GEON IDV provided a stop point for a lot of people at the booth.  He indicated that we need to add the GEON search into the IDV area, to overcome the current requirement of uploading datasets manually.  Dogan also said that it became clear that (non-GEON) community members are beginning to see GEON as a resource for their research, rather than just a concept.  He talked about someone who visited the booth and showed him that he had uploaded his datasets and utilized the GEON IDV to create visualization tools for his own data.  There was an expressed interest from visitors at the booth to submit data sets into the GEON portal.  There was strong concern expressed about credit being given to the authors/contributors of data in the GEON portal, and we discussed several things that will be done to ensure that this credit is given when users download data from the site.   Dogan indicated that Randy Keller talked to a 3-D visualization person from Lawrence Livermore who is using a software that interactively manages 3-D datasets.  LiDar was also a big hit from the booth, both Ramon and Ghulam gave demos throughout the week.  There was substantial interest in what GEON is doing, and expressed a specific interest in our working with their  'Global Climate Change' group.
3.  Kai has continued working on the data integration part 

4.  Vishu indicated that the LiDAR databases are going to be taken off-line this week to do some testing.   He discovered the source of some of the delays that they've experienced in processing the LiDAR queries
5.  Choonhan has been working on the geongrid portal paper that he co-authored with Ghulam and others. 

6.  Doug has been working on the data discovery on the federated database.

7.  Efrat is working on the LiDAR paper that is due on Friday.  She is also working on the first formal release of Kepler, which is also due on Friday.
8.  Margaret indicated that she has a lot of work to do to catch up on the budget for the project, over the next few days.  Her attention is going to then focus on the GEON workshops to be held in 2006 and Geoinformatics 2006.
