- Working on running Ptolemy workflows as web services (we are considering a web interface for running Ptolemy). The main problem is that the workflows as are generate GUI results which cannot be outputted through a web service. I'm trying to figure out the Ptolemy execution process and stop (or pause) the execution right before display actors. I'm also adding web forms to the MOML files in order to be able to update parameters through a web interface.
