WEEKLY GEON MEETING MINUTES, 07/19/04

Dogan reminded everyone that we’ll go through the various demos for the AHM, to see where they’re at.  The goal is to finish up all demos by the end of July, so that the first 9 days in August can be spent trouble-shooting any remaining problems --- in time to iron everything out in time for the Site Review and AHM.

Ashraf and Ghulam gave the first demo.   They have been working on a mapping service,

Kai provided a demo on the “Ontology Enabled Data Registration and Integration” system that he’s been working on.  This included tabs that the user can choose from,

of “Workbench”, “Datasets”, and “Ontologies”.  The group went through several services, options, and technical details that this service now includes, as well as how

it will be set up in the future.  So far, we can register and search for shape files and ontologies, and Kai has developed the workbench concept and integrated the mapping concept.  By the end of the week, he feels he can populate all of the datasets to this by next Monday.

Cindy Santini and Michael Sirivianos gave a demo on the seismic model, as it is 

being developed now.  This is an extension from what Doug originally started for 

the GEON booth last year.  Cindy has been working on the user interface, Choonhan has developed the web services that support it, and Michael   Cindy demonstrated the current features available in the user interface.  This accesses Choonhan’s web services, which

pulls the data from the IRIS database --- real time.  This ultimately accesses three servers simultaneously (Cornell = Dogan’s server there, IRIS = earthquake data;

SDSC).   This model shows all earthquakes and stations registered in the IRIS data base in a designated region (by the user).  Michael talked about the XML schema that he and Tim have been working on, that gets sent to a service (Choonhan’s part), and runs a service.  Dogan indicated that the end goal is to be able to register/save the output from this model in the workbench area, and that this should be available for the AHM demo.

Efrat went over the workflow function that she’s been developing.
