SDSC GEON Meeting, 9/15/03

· Dogan introduced Cynthia Santini, who just joined GEON in Dogan’s lab as a PA II.

· Sandeep reported that the UTEP node is running and fully functional with the ROCKS.  He is continuing to do some testing on it.  

· He also indicated that, after the teleconference of last week, UTEP is going to try and run the code on their machine, with the standard Fortran compiler.  They will try to complete this by next week and he will be working with them and IBM to this end. 

· Sandeep is continuing to work on the GMR and will be coordinating with IBM guys, again, this week. 

· Ashraf installed the source code of GT3 (Globus Toolkit 3.0) on a Windows machine and will be working to get it to compile over the next two weeks.

· Reza has been working with ArcMap to determine whether it will work to present a GEON demo or not.  Next week, at the 9/22 GEON meeting, Reza will do a demo on ArcMap to show the group if on the fly mapping can be done using ArcMap. 

· Margaret is going to create a schedule of who will be attending GSA and AGU, as well as when SDSC folks will assist at the booth.  She will be distributing this schedule at next week’s meeting and coordinating travel details immediately after.

· Bertram indicated that there is a mailing list called “Geon- KR”, that distributes information regarding ontology and data integration issues.  This is intended to improve communications within this group.

· Ilya reported that he was contacted by Genaware, a GIS software vendor, who provide extensive middleware support and resource brokering, and have native Linux support.  They are looking for exposure from us, rather than our buying their software.  He suggests it might be a good idea for us to see what they have developed/offer.
· Ilya and Ashraf have been looking at map assembly service.

· Ashraf upgraded the components in the Image Assembly service for efficiency and performance.  He indicated that there is a way to plug this into Kai’s demo and into the GEON demo 1.

· Ilya suggested that it might be a good idea for GEON to organize a session focused on the project at next year's ESRI conference.  He will work with his contact at ESRI on this .

· Ilya reported that people from the CUAHSI project were at SDSC on Friday. They came to figure out what they're going to do with the node that they have.  The agreement so far is to host hydrology-related datasets on the node, expose them via ArcIMS, create metadata services, and possibly wrap some models from ArcHydro - within 6-month timeframe.
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· Ashraf got a call from IBM regarding their map server, that runs on top of DB2 spatial. . .wanting to know if we’re interested in what they are creating.  The product is in the preliminary stages, though it looked very good.  Ashraf will follow-up on that to see what they’ve developed thus far.

· Paul Tooby indicated that he is writing an extended version of the Envision article, to be placed on the web site.  He’s going to forward this version to Dogan this week so that it can be released with the new GEON site update.
· Kai  is continuing his work on multiple ontologies and dealing with data registration issues that must be resolved behind queries.  This is a long-term project, and Kai has indicated that he must now redirect his attention to Krishna’s demo, to get this ready for GSA.  

· Bertram has indicated that Ilkay will give a demo at next Monday’s (9/22) on workflows.

· Kai gave a brief demo of the ontology based geology workbench that he’s been working on.

· Dogan has been working on updating and revising the GEON web site and unveiled it in its current state to the group.  He asked all to review and forward comments and updates to him before next Monday (9/22) so that this can be presented to the group at the GEON PI meeting in El Paso.
