An MQT, but what it does is cache data for performance purposes.  

Chaitan told the group that there will be a CHRONOS tools workshop here at SDSC on October 27 & 28.  Doug, Dogan, Mike Bailey, Ilya, and a few more SDSC people should plan to go.  

Chaitan  was in Minneapolis for a workshop on data mining on the grids at the end of last week.  He met Sheshy Shankar there, who is working on data mining and visualization of geospatial temporal data.  CB thinks this could be quite useful in GEON’s portal for visualization.  CB Suggested that GEON have a quick visualization/portal architecture workshop to include Mike B, Eric Frost, Mark Gahegan, S. Shakar, Ilya and a few other folks . . .to discuss visuatization techniques/opportunities.  This workshop should be set up for January 2004 . . . and the idea will be proposed this week in a visualization meeting between Chaitan, Dogan, and Mike Bailey.

CB then travelled to Seattle, to attend an LTER meeting.  He proposed implementation of an LTER grid, and NCSA and SDSC will collaborate to utilize the same technology and architecture as GEON.  He also saw Mark Gahegan while in Seattle, and discussed GEON’s visualization status and issues.

Chaitan indicated that we need to organize a Geoinformatics Summer Institute in 2004.  We should advertise this at GSA and could include a variety of things:  a weeklong set of 

Courses with SDSC folks instructing grad students and post docs in the geosciences;

There could also be opportunities for programmers and working professionals to

Come and work at SDSC for a longer period (few months, sabbatical?).

Reza was working transferring the data from the jones ???? to the ArcGlobe or

ArcMap.    He gave a brief demo  

Jane reported that the GEON nodes are up and running.  Jane has received a

Cleaned-up  P-Cab Database from Arizona (Allister Rees).  Margaret is going

To contact Allister to ask for a brief write-up of the process he went through in

Cleaning-up this database, as well as the value this process will have to other

Scientists. 

Ashraf contacted IBM for MAP Server.  Source for GT3 He’s working on a major assembly service (like Kai’s) for GEON demo.  He is reading data re: PIXXURES

And discovered that they have web service    ESRI licences have expired

CB met the sole programmer if the Minnesota map server at this past workshop.  He could come with Sheshy Shakar re: optimization for vectoring large maps for

The visualizaton workshop in January --- and possibly a private meeting, prior.

Dogan has been working further on website.  CB needs to change ownership to some of the files that were previously existing, so that Dogan can update these.  He indicated to the group that we have to be very careful to NOT copy  material onto our website.    WE

Items they want to start with:   1.  they want to learn more about Cornell’s mapping site;  2.  database mediation, ontology; 3.  database visualization – they have something that they want us to look at.   SKEK people want to come here for two days in October.  Dogan is communicating with them to set up a date/time for this initial meeting.
